
In the wake of George Floyd’s murder, there has been increased scrutiny 
of names and statues that perpetuate racism and white supremacy. 

Over the past weeks, sports teams, records labels, major food brands, 
and institutions have been pressed to change names with racist 
connotations. At the same time, protesters have toppled or called for 
the removal of confederate statues and monuments dedicated to slave-
owners across the U.S. Similar dynamics are playing out in Belgium, the 
UK, and other countries around the world.
