During the prayer he/she may ask the
intercession of the particular saint in his/her mind which may be
represented by the image or relic.

On Tuesday February 26, 2051, Leon Armenian Church will
observe the Feast of St. Leontius (Ghevont) the Priest and His
Companions.

St. Ghevont is one of the great exemplars of the Armenian
priesthood remembered for his courage and resolution at the Battle
of Avarayr in 451 A.D. He and his brother clergymen stood with
the Armenian soldiers, under the leadership of

St. Vartan Mamigonian, in their stand against the Peesiany to
defend Armeniands existence as

On the eve of battle, Ghevont celebrated the Divine Liturgy,
distributed Holy Communion and baptized soldiers who had not
yet been baptized in the Armenian Church. He also delivered a
stirring semon, stressing that neither the Persian forces nor death
could undermine the soldiers union with Christ.

Each year on this day, Clergy of the Eastern Diocese will gather
for the annual Ghevontiantz Day observance. St. Leon Church of
Fair Lawn wil host the Feast of Steontius on Tuesday,

Dear Brother Clergy and Parish Leaders,

1am pleased to announce that the Diocese is once again organizing its Young Adult Pilgrimage to Jerusalem. The
success of past years has encouraged us to continue this effort, again with the sponsorship of Mr. Aso Tavitian.

This year’s pilgrimage will take place from June 4 to Jung 13, 2019. The Rev. Fr. Hovsep Karapetyan, pastor of St.
Mary Armenian Church in Washington, DC, will lead the pilgrimage.

Participants will tour the Holy Land, tracing the footsteps of our Lord Jesus Christ through Bethlehem, Nazareth,
Galilee, and Jerusalem. As they experience the great sites of Biblical history, they will also be immersing
themselves in the sacred history of our own people who have lived in the Holy Land for centurics, led by the
Armenian Patriarchate of Jerusalem. As with all Holy Land pilgrimages, our expectation is that participants will
return with new found faith in our Lord and commitment to His holy Church.

As in previous years, | am asking you 1o identify one worthy youth representative between the ages of 21 and 26 to
represent your parish on this pilgrimage. This should be someone that has shown leadership or has potential

leadership skills.

It is not only the experience of a lifetime but a privilege for these young adults to participate in this program at a
subsidized cost. 1 have attached a document with guidelines to review, and it is required that you meet in person
with your selected representative so that they may have a deeper understanding of the purpose behind this
pilgrimage.

The cost of the trip will be $3,025 for each participant departing from JFK International Airport, and we are asking
each parish to subsidize $1,000 for its youth representative. All other expenses are being underwritten by our donor,

Please identify your youth representative and inform the Diocese of his or her name and contact information no later
than Friday, March |, Please direct this information to Arpi Nakashian at ArpiN{@armeniandiocese.org. We will
subsequently contact each participant with the necessary registration materials and deadlines for submission.

Please note that the program will be limited to a maximum of 24 participants, and they will be accepted on a first
come, first served basis. Only one youth representative per parish may be eligible for the subsidized cost. If an
additional participant from your parish would like to attend, they will be responsible for the full cost of $3,025.
