How do you see yourself standing before God? Do you think you hold the truth 

of faith? In the epistle reading today, St. Paul exhorts his disciple, Timothy. 

“Be diligent to present yourself approved to God, a worker who does not need 

to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. But shun profane and idle 

babblings, for they will increase to more ungodliness.   And their message will 

spread like cancer” (2 Tim. 2:15-17). 

 

That last phrase, “rightly explaining the word of truth” is quoted in the Divine 

Liturgy when the celebrant priest prays for the bishops of the Church who 

“teach us the truth of the Scriptures in doctrinal orthodoxy.” In a culture where 

almost anything goes, in a society where religious freedom has opened the 

possibilities of so many false teachings, it is difficult to make the case of the right 

faith, to exhort people to stay the course of the true and orthodox teachings of 

the Holy Church. And yet, that is exactly what St. Paul is urging his disciple, and 

us, to do. The Church’s Orthodox doctrine is under assault, and St. Paul is 

encouraging us to hold to the truth and not be swayed by false teachers and 

their heresies. 

Come to church this Sunday and worship God the right way, the orthodox way 

of the Armenian Church. Jesus, the Incarnate Word of truth comes to us in the 

sacrament of the Holy Eucharist. Come and receive his holy Body and precious 

Blood and present yourself as “approved” by God. 

And may the Lord bless you and your family.

How do we understand membership in the Armenian Church? 

 

By receiving the sacrament of baptism in the Armenian Church, we are all 

members. However, per the bylaws of our diocese, membership is further 

understood as those who annually pay dues to a specific parish. 

 

A dues-paying member is one who takes responsibility for offering their 
service for the spiritual and financial growth of our parish and in the 
advancing our Diocesan Christian mission. 
 
“The mission of the Armenian Apostolic Orthodox Church is 
to preach the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ and to proclaim its message 
of salvation. This mission is realized through worship, education, witness, 
service, and the common life in Christ as expressed in the distinctive faith-
experience of the Armenian people”. 
 

Further, dues-paying members are eligible to participate in the governance 

of our parish by voting at the Parish Assembly and may run for office in any 

of the executive bodies of the various organizations of the parish, including 

Parish Council. 

 

The St. Leon Parish Assembly has designated the following amounts as the 

required minimum dues for St. Leon Parish Membership.  Please consider 

becoming a dues-paying member & contribute as generously as the Lord 

leads you.
