| Would Like to Stay Here

FAR’s soup kitchen in Armenia's Berd Region has brought a sense
of connectedness and community to Gayane, 52, and her daughter
Nora, 28. Having lost Gayane's house during the 44-day Artsakh
War after their village was overtaken by the Azeris, they are now
sharing a room in a guesthouse where Gayane works as a cleaner.

Despite numerous challenges, Gayane and Nora feel more at ease
in Berd than in any other place they’ve stayed since the end of the
war. This is very much due to the soup kitchen's staff. Often the
two don’t have enough money to afford the basics at home, like
potatoes and sour cream.

“This is the first time we have been to Berd and I like it. It looks
like Artsakh and I would like to stay here,” said Gayane.

FAR's Soup Kitchen Program feeds around 800 people five days a
week in five different regions of the country.
