Book of Psalms

Chapter 19 “God’s Glory in Creation and the Law”.
Chapter 20 “Prayer for Victory”
Chapter 21 “Thanksgiving for Victory”

The Book of Psalms contains 150 psalms, half of which were
written by David. They are poems of praise and prayer set to
music.

Psalm 15 asks, "Lord, who may dwell in your sanctuary?" The
psalmist answers with a description of the steadfast believer who
enters the Lord's sanctuary not by sacrifices or ritual purity, but
through moral righteousness. ("He whose walk is blameless and
who does what is righteous.”) The Psalm ends with, "He who does
these things will never be shaken." The concept of being
unshaken, or unmoved, is the result of righteous living, a path to
formulate our relationship with the Lord.

Psalm 16 is a miktam, a prayer occasioned by great danger, and
emphasizes the importance of being connected to the Lord. ("I
have set the Lord always before me. Because he is at my right
hand, I will not be shaken.")

Psalm 17 is an appeal to the Lord as judge. ("Hear O Lord my
righteous plea; listen to my cry. May my vindication come from
you; may your eyes see what is right.")

Psalm 18, a lengthy psalm of 50 verses, was written by David
when the Lord delivered him from the hand of all his enemies and
from the hand of Saul. It describes a great victory, where David
crushes his enemies through the strength of God. For all of us, we
are living in a time of spiritual warfare, and with God we are
assured victory. Unshakable attachment to the Lord will deliver
us. Only with the Lord can we have confidence.

FEAST OF THE ASSUMPTION
OF THE HOLY MOTHER-OF-GOD

St. Mary died in Jerusalem fifteen years after the Resurrection of
Christ. The Apostles, with the exception of St. Bartholomew, buried her
with great reverence in the Garden of Gethsemane. When
Bartholomew came to visit the tomb and pay his respects, he found it
empty. He and the Apostles were convinced her body had been taken
to heaven by the Lord. This belief was sanctioned by the Church
between the 9™ and 12% century.

On the day of the Feast of the Assumption of the Holy Mother-of-
God (ASDVADZADZH\Bearer of God)the Blessing of Grapes takes
place immediately after the celebration of the Divine Liturgy. As
thanksgiving for the fruitfulness of the year, fruits are presented to God
to be blessed. The grapes are considered the queen of fruits, thereby
symbolizing all crops. The Holy Virgin Mary is considered the "Tree of
Life" who gave birth to the "Good Fruit" (Christ) for our salvation. Christ
compared Himself to the Vine (John 15:1) and blessed the cup of wine
to be His Blood. Grape wine is used in Holy Communion as the Blood of
Christ that was shed for the salvation of mankind.
