Book of Jeremiah

Chapter 50 “Judgement on Babylon”
Chapter 51 “Thus says the Lord”
Chapter 52 “The Destruction of Jerusalem Reviewed”

The continued warnings of the Prophet Jeremiah fall on deaf ears. A
year and a half ago into the siege, the Israelites are starving to death.
So, the king and his army break for it under the cover of
darkness. The unprotected citizens are left behind. Babylonian
soldiers, however, catch the fleeing king and capture the city. The
last memorable scene King Zedekiah sees is the execution of his
sons; then he is blinded, locked into chains and taken to Babylon
where he dies a prisoner. Set afire are the temple, the palace, all the
important buildings, and the homes. Then the protective walls of the
city are broken down. The Babylonian commander locates Jeremiah
in a string of chained slaves bound for Babylon. “I am taking the
chains off your wrists and setting you free!” he tells Jeremiah.
Jewish prisoners had apparently spoken of the prophet who tried to
convince the king to surrender. A prophet is a seer in a divine
dimension which is the foundation of all understanding. As
Christians we receive this guidance also through the Holy
Spirit. Romans 8 and | Cor. 2:10-16 are good examples of how the
Holy Spirit works as an agent in our lives.
